NOTIFICATION

File No. RULE-503/29/2025-GAD-7.— In exercise of the powers conferred by Section 10 of the

Chhattisgarh Loktanrta Senani Samman Adhiniyam, 20 (No. 16 of 2025), the State Government, hereby, makes
the Chhattisgarh Loktanrta Senani Samman Rules, 2026, the same having been previously published as required
by sub-section (1) of Section 10 of the said Adhiniyam, namely :-

RULES

Short title, Extent and Commencement.-

These rules may be called the Chhattisgarh Loktantra Senani Samman Rules, 2026.
They shall extend to the whole State of Chhattisgarh.
They shall come into force from the date of their publication in the Official Gazette.

Definitions.-

In these rules, unless the context otherwise requires,-

(a) "Act" means the Chhattisgarh Loktantra Senani Samman Adhiniyam, 2025 (No. 16 of 2025);
(b) "Form" means the form appended to these rules;

(c) "Section" means Section of the said Adhiniyam;

(d) "State Government" means the Government of Chhattisgarh;

Words and expressions used but not defined in these rules shall have the same meanings as

assigned to them in the Adhiniyam.

Under these rules, the following persons shall be éigible for lifetime monthly honour money.-

(a) Fighters of Democracy;
(b) Spouse of late Fighters of Democracy;

Fighters of democracy shall be eligible for honour money according to the following criteria: -

@ Detained for period less than or equivalent to 1 month- %8,000/- per

month.

(b) Detained for period more than 1 months but less than 5 | 15,000/~ per

month- month.
(© Detained for period of 5 months or more- 325,000/ per
month.

In case of spouses of deceased fighters of democracy, the eligibility shall be half of the
prescribed honour money.

The benefit of honour money shall be given from the date of sanction order issued by the District
Magistrate/General Administration Department, Government of Chhattisgarh.

On the death of a Fighter of democracy, a representative nominated by the District Magistrate,
who shall not be lower in rank than a Class-11 Officer, shall be mandatorily present at his funeral
to pay him/her respects.

After the death of a Fighter of democracy, a financial assistance of 25,000/- (Rupees Twenty
Five Thousand only) shall be given to the head of the family for hig'her funeral.

Fighters of democracy and their spouses shall be given medical facilities similar to Freedom Fighters.

To receive the honour money, the Fighters of democracy or spouse of deceased fighter of
democracy has to submit an application in Form-I to the District Magistrate along with a

certificate of him/her being detained in jail or police station for political or socia reasons. In
case of jail, it shall be mandatory to attach the certificate of the Jail Superintendent and in case of
police station, the certificate of the District Superintendent of Police.

If the applicant is not able to obtain the documents due to physical or financial constraints, The
District Magistrate may provide necessary assistance in obtaining the documents on his request.

If any record of detention in jail or release from jail is available and the Superintendent of Jail
certifies that other relevant records are not available, the honour money shall be sanctioned
considering the minimum period of detention.

Where the honour money has been sanctioned, the spouse of deceased Fighters of democracy
shall be eligible to receive his’/her honour money upon intimation regarding the death of the said
Fighters of democracy.

A committee shall be constituted at the district level for examination of applications received
under these rules and make recommendations regarding eligibility/ineligibility for the award of
honour money.

The committee shall comprise of the following members:-

(a) Minister in-charge of the district - Chairman

(b) Digtrict Magistrate - Member secretary
(c) District Superintendent of Police - Member

(d) Digtrict Jail Superintendent - Member

The committee shall ensure that the honour money is given only to those persons who
were detained under MISA or DIR law for political or social reasons and they do not have any
separate history of criminal or anti-social activitiesin the police records at that time.

On the basis of the recommendations made by the Committee specified in sub-rule (2), the
District Magistrate shall issue an order to sanction/reject the honour money. The persons to
whom the honour money is sanctioned, an identity card, i.e. "Fighters of democracy Samman
Rashi Eligibility Card" shall beissued by the District Magistrate.

Any person aggrieved by the order passed by the District Magistrate, may submit a
representation to the State Government in Form-I1 within 30 days from the date of the order.

The State Government shall dispose of the representations received under sub-rule (1) upon
merits within 45 days from the date of receipt of such representation and the decision of the State
Government shall be final and binding.

The honour money granted under these rules may be withheld or cancelled on the following
grounds,-

(a) Participation in any crime involving moral turpitude and anti-national activities,
(b) Convicted for any offence;

(c) Received honour money despite being ineligible under the Act;

(d) Giving false information and fal se affidavit.

The committee specified in sub-rule (2) of rule 8 may, either upon receipt of a complaint or
representation or suo-moto, inquire into the case of the concerned person after affording him a
reasonable opportunity of being heard.

The District Magistrate shall have the power to cancel the order sanctioning honour money on
the basis of the recommendation of the Committee.

Any person aggrieved by the order of the District Magistrate may submit a representation under
sub-rule (1) of rule 9, which shall be disposed of in accordance with sub-rule (2) of rule 9.

Where a person receives honour money or facilities on the basis of incorrect information despite
being ineligible under these rules, the honour money or facilities received shall be recoverable
from the concerned person by cancelling the approval order. If the amount received by the
concerned person is not recovered, it may be recoverable as arrears of land revenue.

The following persons shall not be eligible to receive the honour money.-

(1) Any person who was detained in a prison or police station for reasons other than political or
social reasons.

2 Any person who has furnished false information or certificate or has fumished any false
information to establish his or any other person's €eligibility for receiving honour money and
other facilities.

The payment of honour money sanctioned to the husband or wife of a deceased Fighter of democracy shall
be made up to the date of his/her death.

The provisions of the Treasury Code and the rules applicable to Government pensioners, shall also apply
to those receiving honour money under these rules.

The expenditure on honour money sanctioned under these rule shall be deducted under Demand No. 02,
Major Head 2235-Social Security and Welfare, Sub-Major Head 60-Other Social Security and Welfare
Programmes, Minor Head 800-Other Expenditure, Plan Head 7297-Lok Nayak Jayaprakash Narayan
Samman Nidhi, Objective Head 13-Financial Assistance, Detailed Head 001-Direct Assistance.

Eligible persons shall have to submit their applications within 90 days from the date of publication of
theserules in the Official Gazette.

The cases disposed of earlier under Loknayak Jayaprakash Narayan (MISA/DIR Political or Socialy
Detained Persons) Samman Nidhi Rules, 2008 shall be considered disposed of under these rules. Such
persons shall not be required to submit fresh applications;

Provided that pending applications shall be disposed of under these rules.
